reconditioned by Canada Curling Stone to extend their life by an estimated
five years. We have eight sheets worth of stones (as our previous building
had eight sheets).CCS will evaluate and recondition the best stones to fill our
six sheets (with a couple spares) and match them the best they can. We
have been looking into purchasing new stones, but the two quarries that
provide the granite for all curling stones in the world (Ailsa Craig and Trefor)
have seen production issues since the start of the pandemic. Thus, there is a
lengthy waiting list for new stone orders. This reconditioning is expected to
get us to the point where we are able to purchase new stones.

Roof

The City of Waterloo has issued a tender to replace our roof this summer/fall.
The architect and engineer chosen to do the work still need to determine the
extent of the work to be done (full replacement or overlay) and the exact
schedule is still to be determined. This work may impact the start of our
regular season by a few weeks but we are still hopeful that there will be no
impact to curling. We are hoping the City can provide more certainty soon.

Our Hiring Committee has posted the advertisement for the General
Manager position.

A huge THANK YOU to John Gabel, who stepped
into the role of interim General Manager and did an outstanding job.
